Practical arrangements for your appointment
1. An initial consultation usually lasts 1.5 hours and includes an analysis (based on questionnaires and videos), a diagnosis, a full report including treatment plan.  
2. The consultation takes place at Vet Ethology, Leemveldstraat 44, 3090 Overijse.
3. The initial consultation amounts to €320. If follow-up consultations are necessary, they usually last 45 minutes and amount to €130.  
4. All persons who regularly handle your dog are welcome at this appointment.
5. Please send videos of your animal's behaviour (videos showing the problem behaviour and videos where your animal is completely relaxed). If these videos cannot be sent in advance, please have them with you on the day 
6. Please bring the following items with you to the first consultation
- Your animal's health record
- Videos (if not sent in advance)
- 7 days before the appointment : note down your animal's unwanted behaviour and bring this list with you
